They
ultimately provide shelter, veterinary care, behavior training, rescue transfer and adoption
services for over 3,000 animals in need each year, and further assist our community through
lost and found services, whereby reuniting hundreds of lost pets with their families annually.
WAC also collaborates with other welfare organizations in our region as a member of the
Philadelphia No-Kill Coalition. WAC also reaches thousands of children and adults annually
through humane education.
